Here is our letter formation guide for lower case letters. We are also working on recognition and formation of capital letters at school, so it would be valuable for you to look at this with your child.
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In EYFS, we focus mainly on knowing how to form, make and subitise up to 10 however, we also are required to be able to count up to and backwards from 20 along with recognizing these numbers. It would be amazing if you could spend some time on those numbers above 10 ready for our new term!

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Roll the dice, move that amount of spaces, then call out the
number you would need to add to make 10. For example, if

you land on a 2, you would say 8. If the player gets it right,
they stay on that square and play moves on. If not, they go
back to the square they started on.
